Carlo Acutis a young English-born
Italian Catholic youth and amateur
computer programmer is about to

| become the first millennial saint. He
- | is best known for documenting
Eucharist miracles from around the
world and creating a web site
cataloguing them.

Carlo was just 15 when he passed
away from a rare form of leukemia.
Father Taylor Reynolds of the Diocese of Alexandia LA
studied the life of Carlo and stated that: “A millennial
being canonized is showing now that this path of
holiness is not foreign to our time.” On May 23, 2024
Rome announced that Carlo would be canonized as a
saint in 2025.

The mother of a young Brazilian boy, Mattheus asked
Blessed Carlo ‘s intercession for her son Mattheus, who
suffered from a rare pancreatic disorder, to be healed.
After a detailed investigation on February 21, 2020
Pope Francis confirmed the authenticity of the miracle
leading to Carlo’s beatification..
